
How to Transfer Video from Mini DV Camcorder onto DVD

The most common way in which you  transfer video from a mini DV 
camcorder is using the Firewireport. The camcorder and 
PC have a Fire wire connection you may need to purchase an Firewire
PCI Adapter for your computer to be installed as many older machines 
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Also you need a video editing tool there many the most advanced and 
popular is Pinnacle studio but this is expensive while a free package 
built into windows XP/Vista is Windows Movie Maker.  

A most people have access to this I will use it in this guide.

Left Is a picture of how to get to 
this program: start bar > All 
Programs > Windows Movie Maker



First you select an option from the Capture Video section.
There are four main option: 
1.Capture from video device
2.Import video
3 & 4 . Importing audio or pictures.
You need to select option 1.

Second you Enter a name 
for your video in box 1.
Then enter the location in 
box 2 or navigate after 
clicking Browse to a 
location to save captured 
video.



The third step to enter what quality you wish store the video, this relates 
how you wish to use it.  For example if you wish to edit then record back 
to device you would choose DV-AVI option but in this case you would 
choose the first option box as we wish store then burn to DVD.

The last step in capturing 
the video is to select 
whether you wish to 
manually cue the tape for 
copying or allow 
computer to 
automatically start the 
video playing.

After this step it will 
create the video file.



To stop capture at any point you press Stop Capture button.

Now this windows will pop up with entire video split into scenes.  
Now you drop scenes into story board (shown with square above) in 
Order you wish.
